NATURAL LANDSCAPE TREATMENT -  OPTION 1

OPTION 1

Option 1 will look at retaining the existing kikuyu 
lawn area to the southern section of the reserve and 
reducing the amount of irrigation to more sustainable 
levels.

The new playground upgrade will undergo regrading 
of the surrounding lawn areas.  New kikuyu will 
be reinstated as a combination of instant turf and 
hydroseed.  The hydroseed areas will require an 
establishment period.

NATURAL LANDSCAPE TREATMENT -  OPTION 2

OPTION 2

Option 2 will look at applying a number of natural 
landscape typologies, including providing mulch 
beneath some of the existing trees, providing garden 
beds with native understory plantings and replacing 
the kikuya at the southern asection of the reserve 
with Wallaby grass.  The Wallaby grass will require 12 
months for establishment.

The new playground upgrade will undergo regrading 
of the surrounding lawn areas.  New kikuyu will 
be reinstated as a combination of instant turf and 
hydroseed.  The hydroseed areas will require an 
establishment period.

NATURAL LANDSCAPE TREATMENT -  OPTION 3

OPTION 3

Option 3 will look at initially applying 2 natural 
landscape typologies, which includes providing mulch 
beneath some of the existing trees and providing 
garden beds with native understory plantings.  The 
kikuya at the southern section of the reserve will be 
retained for a 12 month period while a trial for an 
alternative native lawn species takes place.

To the northern section of the reserve, 6 trial plots 
for alternative lawn species will be prepared.  Over 
a 12 month period the trial plots will be established.  
Following this period, the community shall be given 
an opportunity to help inform the decision on the 
most suitable lawn species for the southern section 
of Bandon Terrace Reserve.  One of the trial plots will 
be planted with kikuyu in order to offer a side by side 
comparison with the native lawn alternatives. 

The new playground upgrade will undergo regrading 
of the surrounding lawn areas.  New kikuyu will 
be reinstated as a combination of instant turf and 
hydroseed.  The hydroseed areas will require an 
establishment period.
