New Playground

The Bandon Terrace Natural Landscape Treatment Plan 
will apply 2 natural landscape typologies, including 
providing mulch beneath some of the existing trees and 
providing garden beds with native understory plantings.  

The southern-eastern end of the reserve will have the 
lawn top dressed with gradual layers of sandy loam in 
order to slightly build up any low points in the undulated 
areas.  The existing kikuyu will be retained.

A more efficient irrigation system which can be remotely 
operated will be installed at the reserve and a trial will be 
undertaken to decrease the frequency of watering from 
3 days a week to 2 days a week (weather dependent).  
Regular inspections of the reserve shall monitor the 
impact of the reduction in irrigation. 

The new playground upgrade includes regrading of the 
surrounding lawn areas.  New kikuyu will be reinstated 
as a combination of instant turf and hydroseed.  The 
hydroseed areas will require an establishment period.
