it will not enter any agreement in relation to or otherwise deal with that Pre-existing Material in a manner that restricts the exercise of the rights granted in Item 11 of the Schedule.
Each Party grants to the other Parties an irrevocable, non-exclusive, royalty-free, worldwide licence to use the Party’s Pre-existing Material made available to the Project during the term of the Project for the purposes of carrying out the Project, subject to any restrictions specified in Item 11 of the Schedule.
