The glitz and glam of the Adelaide Film Festival will for the first time be brought to Marion Council.

 

In a landmark partnership, Council has today announced it will sponsor the screening of four screen events later this year.

 

Mayor Kris Hanna said the deal was exciting for movie goers who will be able to enjoy the festival in their own community – free of charge.

Mayor Hanna said Council will pay $35,000 towards the cost of screening the films in Marion so it will be free entry for all.

 

“We’re expecting hundreds to turn up to each of these free community events,” Mayor Hanna said.

 

“The partnership follows the success of Sunset Symphony where the Adelaide Symphony Orchestra performed at Warriparinga last year.” 

 

Films are expected to range from Australian classics to Hollywood blockbusters. The precise films, locations and the dates they will screen will be announced at a later date.
