Council puts call out for vineyard maintenance

Marion Council has called for viticulturalists to manage and maintain three vineyards it owns to preserve the vines for community benefit and reduce costs.
The ‘Approach to Market’ aims to secure long-term agreements for the heritage-listed vineyard on Oaklands Rd, Park Holme and those at Oaklands Estate Reserve and the Living Kaurna Cultural Centre. 

The vines at Oaklands Rd are currently maintained by local producer Patrritti Wines under a contract that allows them to harvest the grapes.
The vineyards at Oaklands Estate Reserve and the Living Kaurna Cultural Centre produce table grapes and are managed under a separate arrangement.
Mayor Kris Hanna said: “This is an exciting opportunity for experienced vitculturalists.” 

“The vineyard on Oaklands Road is more than 100 years old, yields quality grapes and is part of Marion’s history.
“We encourage viticulturalists to look at ways of maximising the potential of all the vineyards.” 
Any agreement would ensure the table grape vineyards remain accessible to the public.
