Venue charges slashed for clubs, businesses

Marion Council has slashed hire charges at its venues by 50 per cent, making it easier for clubs, businesses and residents to meet, train and study. 

The decision follows a review of Council facilities which highlighted opportunities to increase use and simplify the fee structure.

Council has 20 halls, meeting rooms and performance spaces available for hire at eight venues. 
The discount will only apply to Marion-based community groups, businesses and residents.

Mayor Kris Hanna said Council wanted to bring more users to its facilities.  
“Council is helping groups and businesses grow by making it cheaper for them to hold meetings, training sessions and presentations,” Mayor Hanna said.

“We have many quality spaces, ideal for everything from individual study to theatrical productions. Ratepayers have essentially paid for the facilities. Providing a discount is a way of Council giving something back.”
Spaces range from a fully-equipped training suite, halls that can accommodate up to 200 people, and small meeting and study rooms.

The 20 spaces available for hire are at: 

· Cooinda Neighbourhood Centre

· Glandore Community Centre

· Mitchell Park Neighbourhood Centre

· Trott Park Neighbourhood Centre

· Cove Civic Centre

· Living Kaurna Cultural Centre

· Marion Cultural Centre (including Domain Theatre)

· Perry Barr Farm - Castrol Shed

The review identified that fees ranged from $10 per hour for a small meeting room at the Cove Civic Centre up to $150 per hour for the Domain Theatre at the Marion Cultural Centre.

Marion-based community groups, businesses and residents will now only pay $5 per hour for a small meeting room and $75 per hour for the Domain Theatre.
The 200 person capacity hall at the Cove Civic Centre now costs $35 per hour and the 100 person capacity hall at Trott Park Neighbourhood Centre $15 per hour.
