Free concert celebrates $1 million foreshore upgrade
Families are invited to celebrate the $1 million transformation of Hallett Cove foreshore into a new home for community events at a free rock concert this weekend. 

The event will officially open the new-look Grand Central Reserve which now contains a terraced amphitheatre capable of hosting 5000 people, paths, landscaping, artworks and automated toilet.

Concert at the Cove will include performances of rock and pop classics from three of Adelaide’s top bands, come and try music and dance, and 20 Fork on the Road food trucks.

Concert at the Cove will be held at Heron Way Reserve, Hallett Cove from 2pm to 6pm, Sunday March 25.

Deputy Mayor Janet Byram said the foreshore was now an exciting destination.

“Hallett Cove foreshore has been transformed into a vibrant space, ideal for public events,” Ms Byram said. 
“I can’t think of a better way to celebrate than with a free concert for our community.  

“I invite families to dance, sing and unleash their inner rock star at Concert at the Cove.”
Event highlights include:
· Headliners, Adelaide’s top party band, Escapades, which will deliver a mix of pop, funk and soul
· The Decibells will kick the show off with 50s rock ‘n’ roll hits

· Breezin will play rock classics 
· Renee Pounsett, whose songs are regularly played on Triple J, will perform a series of rock anthems
· Prizes are up for grabs in the air guitar competition and for people who come dressed as their favourite rock star
· Free entertainment for kids includes shows by musical puppets, The Amazing Drumming Monkeys
· Concert-goers can try a musical instrument and join in rock ‘’n’ roll dance and open microphone sessions.  

The $1 million upgrade was funded by Marion Council. The State Government provided $15,000 for public artwork which comprises five glow in the dark medallions that symbolise the Southern Cross Constellation.

Work began in September last year.

Additional upgrades to the foreshore will begin in May, including installing a new playground, exercise equipment for adults, barbecues, shelters and a footpath.
