Kids big and small can get up close, climb on, and sit inside vehicles of all shapes and sizes when the south’s first Touch-a-Truck event rolls into town.

From excavators to cranes, ambulances to tippers and fire trucks to back hoes and streetsweepers, more than 30 vehicles will be on show.

The free school holiday event will be held at Marion Sports and Community Club from 9am to 12 midday on Tuesday, 16 April.

People will see vintage police vehicles, including a prison van and motorbikes, tow trucks decorated with cartoon characters, and a custom car and hot rod display.
Visitors can sit inside a modern SAPOL patrol car and sprinter van and meet a member of the of the K9 drug sniffer team and their dog.

Free activities for kids include bouncy castles, a dig for dinosaur bones game, and a Lego and Duplo play area.

Mayor Kris Hanna invited the community to join in the fun.

“Trucks are crammed with gadgets and do amazing things. Touch-a-Truck will allow kids of all ages blow horns, flash lights and kick tyres,” Mayor Hanna said.

“People can climb inside the cabs and talk to the men and woman who drive the trucks.

“There will be a display of Council vehicles, including a street sweeper and back hoe, and people can meet the staff who operate them. Keep on truckin’.”

Some of the heavy equipment used on the Oaklands Crossing Project will be on show, including an excavator and crane. Visitor can also see how the upgraded railway station will look through 3D glasses.
Defence vehicles will also be on show.  

Barbecue lunches will be available for purchase. There will be two coffee vans, and the sports club will sell meals and snacks. 

A limited number of car parks are available at the Marion Sports and Community Club and Marion RSL, 31-39 Norfolk Road, Marion.
