Section of Coastal Walkway closes temporarily
Marion Council has temporarily closed a section of the 20-year-old Coastal Walkway between Marino and Hallett Cove for repairs. 
Diversions are in place along parts of the walkway between Murto Parade, Marino, and Peera Street, Hallett Cove.

An engineering audit of the Coastal Walkway recommended part of the trail should be closed as a safety precaution while the repair work is undertaken.  A further assessment of the walkway is about to begin while the extent of the repair works and costs are being scoped out.

General Manager City Development Abby Dickson said the majority of the walkway remained open for the community to enjoy.

"The walkway is a popular local attraction and we're committed to re-opening the sections as quickly as we can," Ms Dickson said.
“In the interests of public safety we need to close part of the walkway while we undertake the repair work.
“Our decision to close the walkway is based on expert engineering advice.

“We’ve set up diversions so people, where possible, can continue to enjoy the trail and the spectacular coastal views.”
The Coastal Walkway runs about 8km in Marion from Marino Esplanade to Hallett Cove Headland Reserve. The section that has been temporarily closed is about 2.5km.

A section of about 80m adjacent to Marino Rocks boat ramp and about 60m of path on Marino Parade, immediately north of Allan St, has also been closed.
Ms Dickson said Council staff routinely inspected the structure every six months.

“As a result of our routine inspection, staff engaged an engineer to undertake a more detailed assessment of the walkway,” Ms Dickson said.

“The engineers recommended repair work to timber boardwalks and footings along parts of the structure.”

Ms Dickson said Council intends to keep the community informed every step of the way.

“Signage is being installed, letters sent to local residents and user groups, and advertisements placed in the media,” she said.

Ms Dickson said further assessment work was required to determine when the sections would reopen.

"A report detailing the further assessment and repairs required is expected to be considered by Council in September. This will help decide when the section is re-opened,” she said.
“The walkway was built in the late 1990s and parts of it are coming to the end of their natural life.”
