Hit youth show comes to Marion

Local residents will have front row seats for the final free performance of Adelaide’s most talked about youth theatre production at the Marion Cultural Centre on Saturday, 3 August.

Dropout is a high-energy show that tackles the issue of young people turning their backs on school with drama, comedy and original music. 

According to the latest statistics one in four students drop out of high school in Australia. 

The multi-media production features 40 school students aged 8 to 19 from across Adelaide, including Marion. 

Delivered by theatre company True North, Dropout stars Tahlia Weaver, who along with two other cast members wrote show’s soundtrack. 

“We tackle a difficult subject in an innovative manner,” Tahlia, 16 said.

“There’s drama, fun, and action. This is a show like no other. It’s designed to open people’s minds and suggest solutions.” 

Entry is free on a “first come first seated” basis. 

Dropout, which began its Adelaide run in May, is supported by a $22,000 City of Marion Youth Development Grant, funding from other councils, ArtsSA, and the Commissioner for Children and Young People.
Mayor Kris Hanna said not for profits, community groups and voluntary organisations can now apply for a share of $120,000 in funding in the latest round of youth grants. 
“The Youth Development Grants help organisations involve young people in delivering exciting programs and projects for community benefit,” Mayor Hanna said.

“I urge organisations to provide an outlet for the energy and creativity of young people by applying for a grant.”

Groups have until 6 August to apply for a grant. Grants of up to $40,000 are available.
Projects previously supported include youth leadership, a skateboarding competition, and linking female science students to industry leaders.  
The grants aim to benefit young people aged 12 to 25. Details are on the City of Marion website marion.sa.gov.au
