Candidate nominations open

The call has been issued for candidates to stand in the local government elections when nominations open on Tuesday, 4 September.

Women, youth and the multicultural community are especially being urged to run in the November ballot.

City of Marion chief executive officer Adrian Skull said nominations open on 4 September and close at midday on Tuesday, 18 September.

“Candidates have a two week window in which to nominate for a seat on council before the election campaign begins,” Mr Skull said. 

“Councillors are leaders who make a difference to everyday life in our community,” Mr Skull said. 
“Councillors decide the future direction of the city, including the infrastructure and services that will be provided.
“Marion is a diverse and vibrant community, and I encourage women, men and youth representing multicultural groups to nominate for council.” 

Candidates for Marion Council will contest the post of Mayor and 12 councillors representing more than 91,000 people across six wards.  Only people who are eligible to vote can nominate for council. 

The last election in 2014 saw a new Mayor elected unopposed and 30 contenders campaign for 12 seats on council.

To nominate for council, candidates must complete a nomination form and include a 150-word profile together with a photograph. Council elections are voluntary and conducted by postal ballot, which must be received by no later than Friday, 9 November.
