The Voice star gears up for his biggest show
The star of television’s The Voice Henry Olonga is gearing up for the biggest show of his life at Warriparinga Wetlands on Saturday, 9 November. 

The former international cricketer and critic of the late Zimbabwean Prime Minister Robert Mugabe is rehearsing around the clock for his guest performance with the Adelaide Symphony Orchestra.

Today, Mr Olonga revealed some of the songs he will sing, and the amazing stories behind them. 
Mr Olonga said he was excited to be performing in front of up to 5000 people.  
“I’m excited to be performing songs that have changed my life at Sunset Symphony,” Mr Olonga said.
“This is the Moment is the first song I sang on The Voice. It’s about grabbing life by the scruff of the neck and, for me, breaking out of the mold of being known as a cricketer.
“Anthem from the musical Chess is about pride in your country, even if you no longer live there. I’ve been exiled from Zimbabwe since 2003.

“Other songs I will perform include You Raise Me Up, which pays tribute to people who have inspired me to achieve, and be more than I was. 
“The energy an orchestra brings when playing live is incredible. Concert-goers are in for a special night.”

Mayor Kris Hanna said the event would have something for everyone.

“Sunset Symphony will enable families to enjoy some of the greatest music of all time in a beautiful wetland setting,” Mayor Hanna said.
“People can listen to ‘pop up’ bands, join in arts and crafts, and tour the wetlands.

“Tickets are affordable, and the show is going to be unmissable.”
