Walkway consultation kicks off

Marion Council is looking to connect two sections of the popular Coastal Walkway at Hallett Cove to better protect the environment and provide safer access for visitors.

This week, Council is writing to 700 Hallett Cove residents to gauge their views about a possible walkway to join Heron Way Reserve to south of the Field River.

Environmental and cultural heritage specialists have also been engaged to study the area and provide advice to ensure any work occurs sensitively.

Marion’s coastline extends 7.2km from Marino in the north to Hallett Cove in the south, with visitors able to walk the majority of the route on a walkway.

Marion Council chief executive officer Adrian Skull said the walkway traverses some of the most spectacular coastal scenery in Adelaide.

“We want visitors to enjoy the amazing views without damaging the unique natural environment,” Mr Skull said.

“Extending the walkway will help protect the area by getting visitors on to a path while improving access to the site. Council wants to hear from residents about what we may need to consider as part of planning for the proposal.”

On 11 September 2018, Council endorsed the development of a Coast Park Plan, with priority given to extending the walkway over the following areas:

Section 1 – Heron Way to Cormorant Drive

The walkway would connect the existing pathway at the end of Heron Way to River Parade. It would join the path network on St Vincent Avenue and Osprey Court through to Cormorant Drive

Section 2 – Cormorant Drive to south of the Field River

The walkway would connect the existing unsealed pathway that extends from Cormorant Drive to the beach on the southern side of the Field River mouth, to the existing coastal path.

The community is being asked to provide feedback via www.makingmarion.com.au/coastal-walkway  Consultation closes on 12 December 2018.

A report containing the outcomes of the community consultation and environmental and cultural heritage studies is expected to be presented to Council early next year.
