Council launches first online talent contest

Marion Council will next week shine the spotlight on local singers, artists, businesses and sports people when it launches its first online talent contest.
The free to enter competition will involve entrants posting a 30-second video clip to the City of Marion Facebook page for a chance to win one of three $100 gift vouchers.

Community celebration campaign 

Council will shine the spotlight on the people and places that make Marion an exciting place to live, work and play when it launches its first community celebration campaign next week.

Local residents will be invited to add their photograph to a three-dimensional artwork, enter an online talent contest, and write about life in their neighbourhood.
There will be a calendar of local achievements on Council’s website and specially designed graphics for businesses and groups to print off and display.  

People and businesses will be invited to participate in a light-hearted challenge to show how they are successful by submitting a video clip of up to 30 seconds to the City of Marion Facebook page.

Submissions to Marion’s Got Talent – online could include people demonstrating an artistic, sporting or musical skill, or businesses providing a snapshot of an innovative new product.

Three entries that best reflect the Celebrating Marion theme will be selected and profiled in City Limits and on the website.

Entries will form a talent bank for future promotions. Three $100 prizes will be offered to encourage submissions. 

Celebrating Marion will be launched on Saturday, 23 February at the Marion Celebrates festival with the unveiling of a 1.8-metre high triangular public artwork onto which people’s photographs will be placed to build a picture of local life.
Mayor Kris Hanna said Celebrating Marion was a two-stage campaign that would run for 12 months.
“Marion is an exciting place to live, work, play and do business,” Mayor Hanna said. 

“There are exceptional educational opportunities on our doorstep, and Council is investing millions of dollars in new sporting and recreational facilities.

“Celebrating Marion will be the first time Council has highlighted what makes our community unique in a sustained manner.
“I invite people to kick start the campaign by contributing or posing for a photograph of themselves for an artwork at Marion Celebrates.”
An online talent competition with three $100 prizes will be launched in April. 
Marion’s Got Talent will be a light-hearted challenge where people show skills, including art, music, or business, with a 30-second video. 

The second stage of the campaign will begin in early 2020 and include profiles of suburbs, to which residents can add their stories of local life.

The artwork is called The Face of Marion and will be displayed at Council venues following the festival.
