One can
interact with the iconic telescope seat to view and enjoy the vista from the top of the
hill by either looking through the eye hole framing the view at one end, or by sitting
and observing at the other end.
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A new path will be created leading to the telescope to provide access to this area.
Native landscaping will surround the seating node.
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Construction is due to commence in March 2023
